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NOTES FROM THE SECRETARY  
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Why Join the Knights of St. Andrew 

 

There I was kneeling and joining another Order within Freemasonry. As I was 

there waiting for the next step I remembered  a fellow brother and Scottish Rite 

Mason  once asking  me why I was joining this order and what it was about. We 

were later told our goal was to come to action and help inspire more brothers to 

join the Scottish Rite. As I knelt there I remembered the Legend that had been 

told to us. A group of Knights Templar who had been banished and sought refuge 

in Scotland assisted the King in battle against the English. This Story has so much 

to say about who we are and who we should be.
